During the past 24 hours, maximum temperatures had fallen by 1-2°C at many places over Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-
Baltistan-Muzaffarabad, Tamilnadu Puducherry & Karaikal, Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam. It had risen by 1-3°C at many
places over Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh; at some parts over Bihar, Odisha, Gangetic West Bengal, Gujarat State, Kerala &
Mahe and Northeast India.

Maximum temperatures were in the range greater than 39°C at isolated places over Gujarat State, Maharashtra state,
Southwest Rajasthan and Rayalaseema and in the range of 35-39°C at many places over interior Maharashtra, Gujarat
Region and Kutch, Karnataka, Telangana, Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam, Rayalaseema, Kerala & Mahe, Tamilnadu
Puducherry & Karaikal, Rajasthan, West Madhya Pradesh, Odisha. Yesterday, the highest maximum temperature of
41.1°C was reported at Rajkot (Saurashtra & Kutch) over the country.

Maximum temperatures were Markedly above normal (5.1°C or more) at many places over Saurashtra & Kutch; at
isolated places over Gujarat Region and Rajasthan; appreciably above normal (3.1°C to 5.0°C) at a few places over
Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit Baltistan-Muzaffarabad, Himachal Pradesh; at isolated places over West Madhya Pradesh,
Konkan & Goa; above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) at most places over Punjab, Haryana-Chandigarh-Delhi, West Uttar
Pradesh, East Madhya Pradesh, Madhya Maharashtra, Marathwada, Vidarbha, North Interior Karnataka; at a few places
over Uttarakhand, Chhattisgarh; at isolated places over East Uttar Pradesh, Jharkhand, Odisha, Telangana. These were
below normal (-3.0°C to -1.6°C) at isolated places over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim and near normal over rest
parts of the country.

ANNEXURE V

Weather forecast over Delhi/NCR during 10t Mar. to 13th Mar. 2025
Past Weather:

There has been a rise in minimum and maximum temperatures upto 2 - 3°C over Delhi/NCR during the past
24 hours. The maximum and minimum temperatures over Delhi are in the range of 31 to 33°C and 15 to 19°C
respectively. The minimum temperature was above normal upto 3°C and maximum temperature was above
normal upto 4°C at most places. Mainly clear sky conditions with predominant surface wind from the southeast
direction with wind speeds less than 10 to 12 kmph prevailed during the past 24 hours. Mainly clear sky
conditions with wind speed less than 14 kmph from the southeast direction prevailed over the region in the
forenoon today.

Weather Forecast:

10.03.2025: Partly cloudy sky. The maximum temperature over Delhi is likely to be in the range of 32 to 34°C. The
predominant surface wind will likely be from the southeast direction with a wind speed of less than 12 kmph till
evening. It would decrease thereafter becoming less than 06 kmph from the east direction during the night.

11.03.2025: Partly cloudy sky. Mist likely in the morning. Strong surface winds (speed 20-30 kmph). The maximum
and minimum temperatures over Delhi are likely to be in the range of 33 to 35°C and 16 to 18°C respectively. The
predominant surface wind will likely be from the east direction with a wind speed of 04-06 kmph during morning
hours. The wind speed will gradually increase thereafter becoming, 12-14 kmph from the northwest direction during
the afternoon. It will decrease becoming less than 10 kmph from the northwest direction during evening and night.

12.03.2025: Partly cloudy sky. Mist likely in the morning. Strong surface winds (speed 20-30 kmph). The maximum
and minimum temperatures over Delhi are likely to be in the range of 32 to 34°C and 17 to 19°C respectively. The
predominant surface wind will likely be from the northwest direction with a wind speed of 10-12 kmph during morning
hours. The wind speed will gradually increase becoming 16-18 kmph from the northwest direction in the afternoon. It
will decrease becoming less than 10 kmph from the north-northwest direction during evening and night.

13.03.2025: Generally cloudy sky. Mist likely in the morning. Possibility of very light rain/drizzle. The maximum and
minimum temperatures over Delhi are likely to be in the range of 33 to 35°C and 17 to 19°C, respectively. The
predominant surface wind will likely be from the east direction with a wind speed of 06-08 kmph during morning
hours. The wind speed will gradually decrease becoming 04-06 kmph from the northeast direction in the afternoon. It
will increase becoming less than 10 kmph from the southeast direction during evening and night.

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Heavy Rainfall / Heat Wave

» Make provision for draining out excess water from standing crop fields and vegetables in Arunachal
Pradesh, Assam & Meghalaya, Jammu & Kashmir, Tamil Nadu and Kerala.

» In Gujarat, Vidarbha and West Rajasthan, apply light and frequent irrigation to the standing crops,
vegetables and orchards in the evening to protect them from heat wave.

» Keep the harvested produce in safer places or cover the produce with tarpaulin sheets in the fields.

» Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking to vegetables to avoid lodging.

Livestock and Fishery

» Keep the animals inside the shed during heavy rainfall and provide them balanced feed.

» Store feed and fodder in a safe place to prevent spoilage.

» Construct an outlet with proper netting around the ponds to drain out excess water, thereby preventing fish
from escaping in case of overflow.

» To reduce the effect of heat wave/high temperature, cover the roof of poultry sheds with grass. Also provide
clean, hygienic and plenty of drinking water to animals.
