Chhattisgarh, Tamilnadu and in the range of 37°C -40°C at many places over East Rajasthan, East Uttar Pradesh; at 
a few places over Bihar and at isolated places over Kerala & Mahe, Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam, Jharkhand. 
Yesterday, The highest maximum temperature of 43.8°C was reported at AKOLA (MAHARASHTRA). 

❖ Maximum/day temperatures were appreciably above normal (3.1°C to 5.0°C) over Jammu-Kashmir, Vidarbha; 
above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) over south Rajasthan, Gujarat State, Madhya Maharashtra, Marathawada, Telangana, 
Rayalaseema, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal, Kerala & Mahe; appreciably below normal (-5.0°C to -3.1°C) over 
Assam & Meghalaya; below normal (-3.0°C to -1.6°C) over Himachal Pradesh, Delhi, north Madhya Pradesh, West 
Bengal & Sikkim and near normal  over rest parts of the country. 

❖ Minimum/night temperatures were in the range of 13–19°C over Jammu-Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh, Punjab, 
Haryana, Chandigarh, Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, North Chhattisgarh, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, 
Assam & Meghalaya, Mizoram. They were in the range of 20–26°C over remaining parts of the plains of the country. 
Today, the lowest minimum temperature of 13.0 °C was observed at Adampur IAF (Punjab) over the plains 
of India. 

❖ Minimum/night Temperature were appreciably above normal (3.1°C to 5.0°C) over Marathawada and Telangana;  
above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) over West Rajasthan, Gujarat State, Bihar, Gangetic West Bengal, Nagaland, Manipur, 
Mizoram & Tripura, Coastal Maharashtra, Madhya Maharashtra, Odisha, Karnataka, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & 
Karaikal, Kerala & Mahe; appreciably below normal (-5.0°C to -3.1°C) over Haryana, East Uttar Pradesh, Madhya 
Pradesh; below normal (-3.0°C to -1.6°C) over Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Delhi, Bihar, Jharkhand and near 
normal  over rest parts of the country. 

 

    Weather Systems, Forecast and Warnings (refer to ANNEXURE I & II): 

❖ An upper air cyclonic circulation lies over southeast Pakistan & adjoining Rajasthan in lower tropospheric 
levels. 

❖ An upper air cyclonic circulation lies over Jharkhand & adjoining Gangetic West Bengal in lower tropospheric 
levels. 

❖ A north-south trough runs from south Assam to south Tamil Nadu across cyclonic circulation over Jharkhand & 
adjoining Gangetic West Bengal, Odisha, Chhattisgarh, Telangana, Interior Karnataka in lower tropospheric 
levels. 



 

 

❖ A north-South trough in westerlies in lower tropospheric levels runs roughly along Long. 89°E to the north of 
Lat. 23°N. 

❖ A north-South trough in easterlies runs from Coastal Karnataka to north Kerala in lower tropospheric levels. 

❖ An Anti-cyclonic circulation lies over Karnataka & adjoining Maharashtra in lower & middle tropospheric 
levels. 

❖ A fresh feeble Western Disturbance is likely to affect Western Himalayan Region from the night of 15th April, 
2026.

Weather forecast over Delhi/NCR during 14th April to 17th April 2026 

Past Weather:  

There has been rise in maximum temperatures up to 1-2°C and rise in minimum temperatures up to 
1°C during past 24 hours over Delhi. The maximum temperatures were in the range of 35-37°C and 
the minimum temperatures are in the range 18-20°C respectively during past 24 hours over Delhi. The 
minimum temperatures are below normal (-1.6°C to 3.0°C) at most places and normal (-1.5°C to 1.5°C) 
at remaining places over Delhi. The maximum temperatures were below normal (-1.6°C to -3.0°C) at 
isolated places and normal (-1.5°C to 1.5°C) at remaining places over Delhi. Mainly clear sky with 
surface wind speeds up to 20 kmph gusting to 36 kmph prevailed from northwest direction over Delhi 
during past 24 hours. Mainly clear sky with surface wind speeds up to 15 kmph likely to prevailed from 
southwest direction over the region in the forenoon today. 

Weather Forecast:  

14.04.2026: Mainly clear sky. The maximum temperatures over Delhi are likely to be in the range of 
37°C to 39°C. The maximum temperatures will be above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) at most places over 
Delhi. The predominant surface wind is likely to be from the northwest direction with surface wind 
speed reaching up to 20 kmph during the afternoon hours. The wind speed will gradually decrease 
becoming less than 15 kmph from the north direction during evening and night. 

15.04.2026: Mainly clear sky. The maximum and minimum temperatures over Delhi are likely to be 
in the range of 38°C to 40°C and 19°C to 21°C respectively. The minimum temperature will be near 
normal (-1.5°C to 1.5°C) at most places, and maximum temperatures will be appreciably above normal 
(3.1°C to 5.0°C) at isolated places with above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) at many places over Delhi. The 
predominant surface wind is likely to be from west direction with surface wind speed reaching up to 
10 kmph during the morning hours. The wind speed will increase becoming less than 15 kmph from 
northwest direction during the afternoon. The wind speed gradually decreases becoming less than 10 
kmph from the north direction during evening and night. 
 
16.04.2026: Mainly clear sky becoming partly cloudy sky. The maximum and minimum temperatures 
over Delhi are likely to be in the range of 39°C to 41°C and 20°C to 22°C respectively. The minimum 
temperature will be near normal (-1.5°C to 1.5°C) at most places, and the maximum temperature will 
be appreciably above normal (3.1°C to 5.0°C) at isolated places with above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) at 
many places over Delhi. The predominant surface wind is likely to be from the southwest direction 
with wind reaching up to 05 kmph during the morning hours. The surface wind speed will increase 
becoming up to 10 kmph from north direction during the afternoon. The surface wind speed will be 
decrease becoming less than 08 kmph from the northeast direction during evening and night. 
 
17.04.2026: Mainly clear sky becoming partly cloudy sky. The maximum and minimum temperatures 
over Delhi are likely to be in the range of 40°C to 42°C and 22°C to 24°C respectively. The minimum 
temperature will be above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) at most places, and the maximum temperature will 
be appreciably above normal (3.1°C to 5.0°C) at many places with above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) at few 
places over Delhi. The predominant surface wind is likely to be from the northeast direction with wind 
reaching up to 10 kmph during the morning hours. The surface wind speed will be increase becoming 
up to 15 kmph from west direction during the afternoon. The surface wind speed will be decrease 
becoming less than 10 kmph from the west direction during evening and night. 
 
Impact expected and action suggested due to above normal temperature: 

• Warning: No heat wave conditions are expected; however, temperatures are likely to remain 
above normal. There may be moderate health risks, particularly for vulnerable groups such as 
infants, the elderly, and individuals with chronic illnesses. 

• Advisory: Avoid prolonged exposure to heat. Wear lightweight, light-colored, and loose cotton 
clothing. Cover your head using a cloth, hat, or umbrella when outdoors. 



 

 

Impact expected and action suggested due to Hailstorm over 
❖ Isolated Hailstorm activity likely over Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad on 17th 

& 18th April.  

 

Impact expected: 

➢ Minor to Major damage to banana and papaya trees. 

➢ Strong wind/hail may damage plantation, horticulture and standing crops. 

➢  Hail may injure people and cattle at open places. 

➢  Minor damage to kutcha houses/walls and huts. 

 Action suggested: 

➢ People are advised to keep a watch on the weather for worsening conditions and be ready to move 

to safer places accordingly. 

➢ Stay indoors, close windows & doors and avoid travel if possible. 

➢ Take safe shelters; do not take shelter under trees. 

➢  Do not lie on concrete floors and do not lean against concrete walls. 

➢  Unplug electrical/ electronic appliances. 

➢  Immediately get out of water bodies. 

➢  Keep away from all the objects that conduct electricity. 

 

Impact Expected & Action Suggested due to heavy rainfall over 

❖ Isolated heavy rainfall likely over Sikkim on 14th; Arunachal Pradesh on 14th & 15th; Assam & Meghalaya 

and Nagaland on 18th April. 

 

 Impact Expected 

➢ Localized Flooding of roads, water logging in low lying areas and closure of underpasses mainly in urban 

areas. 

➢ Occasional reduction in visibility due to heavy rainfall. 

➢ Disruption of traffic in major cities due to water logging in roads leading to increased travel time. 

➢ Minor damage to kutcha roads. 

➢ Possibilities of damage to vulnerable structure. 

➢ Localized Landslides/Mudslides/landslips/mudslips/landsinks/mudsinks. 

➢ Damage to horticulture and standing crops in some areas due to inundation. 

➢ It may lead to riverine flooding in some river catchments (for riverine flooding please visit Web page of 

CWC) 

 

Action Suggested 

➢ Check for traffic congestion on your route before leaving for your destination. 

➢ Follow any traffic advisories that are issued in this regard. 

➢ Avoid going to areas that face the water logging problems often. 

➢ Avoid staying in vulnerable structure. 

 

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Heavy Rainfall 

➢ In Sikkim, ensure effective field drainage to prevent waterlogging. Undertake picking of matured fruits at 

the earliest. Keep the harvested produce in safe places.  

➢ In Arunachal Pradesh, harvest cabbage, pea, mustard, late-maturing paddy varieties & potatoes carefully 

and shift the harvested produce to safe places. Ensure proper drainage channels in the fields of rice, maize, 

other standing crops, vegetables and orchards. 

Agromet advisories for likely impact of High temperatures/ Heat Waves 

➢ Maharashtra - In Konkan, irrigate green gram, vegetables, and newly planted arecanut and coconut. In 

Madhya Maharashtra, apply light and frequent irrigation to sugarcane, summer groundnut, vegetables, 

banana, and orchards, and cover banana bunches with leaves. In Marathwada, provide light, frequent 

irrigation to crops such as maize, summer groundnut, sesame, orchards, and vegetables during the morning 

and evening hours. In Vidarbha, apply need-based light and frequent irrigation to summer green gram, 



 

 

groundnut, onion, sunflower, sesame, fodder crops, orchards, and vegetables during cooler hours. Use straw 

mulch in vegetable and orchard crops to reduce evaporation, and install shade nets for newly planted crops. 

➢ Gujarat – In North Saurashtra districts, apply light and frequent irrigation to crops like cluster bean, 

cucumber, ridge gourd, bottle gourd, sponge gourd, and bitter gourd during morning or evening 

hours. Irrigate groundnut at the flowering and pegging stages. 

➢ Odisha- Provide light irrigation to Boro paddy, summer maize, green gram, black gram, groundnut, and 

vegetable fields. Ensure adequate soil moisture is maintained in mango and cashew crops. 

➢ Chhattisgarh - Apply light irrigation after weeding and hoeing in rabi maize, banana, and papaya 

plantations. Complete harvesting of wheat and chickpea, and ensure safe storage.  

➢ Andhra Pradesh- Provide light irrigation to maintain adequate moisture in standing crops such as paddy, 

rabi maize, sorghum, chickpea, groundnut, sesame, sugarcane, vegetables, and fruit orchards. 

➢ Telangana - Provide irrigation to mango orchards and vegetable crops, as required.  

➢ Karnataka - Provide protective irrigation to standing crops such as sugarcane, sesame, green gram, black 

gram, arecanut, vegetables, and nurseries.  

➢ In regions experiencing hot and humid conditions, including Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Andhra Pradesh, and 

Coastal Karnataka, apply light irrigation to summer crops and vegetables to maintain soil moisture 

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Thunderstorm / Gusty Winds 

➢ Shift the harvested produce in safer places or cover the produce with tarpaulin sheets in the fields. Tie the 

harvested crops securely and cover them to minimize the risk of displacement from strong surface winds. 

➢ Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking or support to vegetables and young fruit 

plants / fruit-bearing plants to avoid lodging due to strong winds. 

 
Livestock / Poultry  

➢ Keep the animals inside the shed during heavy rainfall and provide them balanced feed. 

➢ Store feed and fodder in a safe place to prevent spoilage. 

➢ Construct an outlet with proper netting around the ponds to drain excess water, thereby preventing fish 

from escaping in the event of overflow. 

➢ In regions of high temperature and heat waves, provide clean, hygienic, and plenty of drinking water to 

animals and cover the roof of poultry sheds with grass to reduce the adverse effects.
