Subject: (i) In association with the Well-Marked Low-Pressure Area over southwest Bay of Bengal, 

isolated heavy rainfall likely over south Tamil Nadu and south Kerala on 22nd February.   

             (ii) Gradual rise in maximum temperature by 3-4°C likely over Northwest India during next 7 
days. 

 

Realised weather during past 24 hours ending at 0830 hours IST of today, the 22nd February, 2026: 

❖ Heavy rainfall has been recorded at isolated places over Kerala.  
❖ Dense fog (visibility 50-199 m) conditions prevailed in isolated pockets over Punjab, West Uttar 

Pradesh and Odisha.  
❖ Visibility Reported (In Meters <200 m): West Uttar Pradesh: Sarsawa & Najibabad 50m each; Odisha: 

Kendrapara 100 m; Punjab: Amritsar 150m.  
 

 Temperature Conditions during past 24 hours till 0830 hours IST of today: 

❖ Minimum temperatures were less than 0°C over Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-

Muzaffarabad; upto 6°C over Himachal Pradesh & Uttarakhand; 7-12°C over Punjab, Haryana, Sikkim, 

Assam & Meghalaya and 12-15°C over Delhi, Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh, Bihar, 

Jharkhand, Chhattisgarh, Vidarbha, Jharkhand and Sub-Himalayan West Bengal. 

❖ Minimum Temperature Departures were above normal (1.6°C to 3.1°C) over Himachal Pradesh, 

Uttarakhand, Punjab, Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh, Gujarat State, Bihar, Chhattisgarh, 

Odisha, West Bengal & Sikkim, Assam & Meghalaya, Arunachal Pradesh, Maharashtra, some parts of South 

Peninsular India and near normal over rest parts of the country. The lowest minimum temperature of 

8.0°C was observed at Bathinda (Punjab) over the plains of India.  

❖ Maximum Temperatures Departures were appreciably above normal by 3-5°C over Himachal Pradesh, 

Uttarakhand, Punjab, north Rajasthan, Gujarat State, Konkan & Goa, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & 

Sikkim, Assam & Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura; by 2-3°C over Haryana, Chandigarh 

& Delhi, Uttar Pradesh, remaining parts of Rajasthan, Bihar, Gangetic West Bengal, Odisha, Coastal Andhra 

Pradesh & Yanam and near normal over rest parts of the country. These were in the range of 34-37°C 

over West & South Peninsular India; 30-34°C over many parts of Central, East & Northeast India, West 

Rajasthan, East Uttar Pradesh; 25-30°C over Himachal Pradesh, Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh & Delhi, 

and remaining parts of Uttar Pradesh. The highest maximum temperature of 37.0°C was observed at 

Kurnool (Andhra Pradesh) over the plains of India.  

 Weather Systems, Forecast and Warnings (refer to ANNEXURE I & II):  

❖ Yesterday’s Low Pressure Area over southwest Bay of Bengal & adjoining Equatorial Indian Ocean moved 

west-northwestwards and lay as a Well Marked Low Pressure Area over southwest Bay of Bengal at 0530 

hrs IST of today and persisted over the same region at 0830 hours IST of today, the 22nd February, 2026. 

It is likely to continue to move west-northwestwards initially and then gradually recurve northeastwards 

over southwest Bay of Bengal during next 48 hrs. 

❖ A trough runs from well marked low pressure area over southwest Bay of Bengal to south Madhya 

Maharashtra across central Tamil Nadu and Interior Karnataka in lower tropospheric levels. 

❖ An upper air cyclonic circulation lies over west Assam & neighbourhood in lower tropospheric levels. 

❖ A trough in middle tropospheric westerlies runs roughly along Long. 93°E to the north of Lat. 24°N. 



 

 

❖ Subtropical westerly Jet Stream with core winds of the order of 95 knots at 12.6 km above mean sea 

level prevails over Northeast India. 

❖ An upper air cyclonic circulation lies over Uttarakhand and neighbourhood in lower tropospheric levels. 

❖ A feeble trough runs from Kashmir to Ladakh in lower tropospheric levels. 

 

Under the influence of above system, the following weather is likely: 

❖ Heavy rainfall likely at isolated places over south Tamil Nadu and south Kerala on 22nd February.  

❖ Scattered to fairly widespread light/moderate rainfall with thunderstorm, lightning & gusty winds 

speed reaching (30-40 kmph) likely over Andaman & Nicobar Islands during 23rd-26th and Kerala & Mahe 

on 22nd February. 

❖ Isolated light/moderate rainfall with thunderstorm, lightning & gusty winds speed reaching (30-40 

kmph) likely over Odisha on 23rd & 24th; with thunderstorm & lightning likely over Arunachal Pradesh 

on 22nd; East Madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha, Chhattisgarh on 23rd; Assam & Meghalaya, Gangetic West Bengal 

and Telangana on 23rd & 24th February. 

❖ Isolated rainfall/snowfall likely over Himachal Pradesh on 23rd and Uttarakhand on 23rd & 24th February. 

 

Forecast of maximum temperatures:    

❖ Gradual rise in maximum temperature by 3-4°C likely over Northwest India during next 7days. 
❖ No significant change in maximum temperatures likely over rest parts of the country. 

 
Fisherman Warning: 

Fishermen are advised not to venture into the following areas: 
Bay of Bengal: Over many parts of southwest Bay of Bengal and adjoining southeast Bay of Bengal & 
along and off Sri Lanka coast, over Comorin area, Gulf of Mannar, along and off Kerala coast, over 
Lakshadweep area on 22nd February; over many parts of southwest Bay of Bengal and adjoining 
southeast Bay of Bengal & along and off east Sri Lanka coast on 22nd February; over central parts of 
south adjoining central Bay of Bengal on 23rd February.   
Arabian Sea: No warning.

Weather forecast over Delhi/NCR during 22nd to 25th February 2026 

Past Weather:  

There has been a fall in minimum temperatures by 1-2°C and no large change in maximum 
temperatures during past 24 hours over Delhi. The maximum temperatures over Delhi were around 
26-28°C and the minimum temperatures are around 12°C-13°C respectively. The minimum 
temperatures are normal (-1.5°C to 1.5°C) at most places over Delhi. The maximum temperatures were 
above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) at many places and normal (-1.5°C to 1.5°C) over the remaining parts of 
Delhi. Mainly clear sky with wind speed reaching up to 18 kmph from the west direction prevailed over 
past 24 hours. Mainly clear sky. Surface wind speed reaching up to 08 kmph from the west-southwest 
direction to be prevailed over the region in the forenoon today. 

Weather Forecast:  

22.02.2026: Mainly clear sky. Mist during night. The maximum temperatures are likely to be in the 
range of 28°C to 30°C. The maximum temperatures will be appreciably above normal (3.1 to 5.0°C) 
over Delhi. The predominant surface wind is likely to be from the northwest direction reaching up to 
16 kmph during the afternoon hours. The wind speed will decrease becoming less than 05 kmph from 
the northeast direction during evening and night. 

23.02.2026:  Mainly clear sky. Mist during morning hours. The maximum and minimum temperatures 
over Delhi are likely to be in the range of 29°C to 31°C and 13°C to 15°C respectively. The minimum 
temperature will be above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) and the maximum temperature will be appreciably 
above normal (3.1 to 5.0°C) over Delhi. The predominant surface wind is likely to be from the 
southwest direction with wind associated with calm wind reaching up to 05 kmph during the morning 
hours. The wind speed will increase becoming up to 10 kmph from northwest direction during the 
afternoon. The wind speed will decrease becoming less than 05 kmph from the northeast direction 
during evening and night. 
 
24.02.2026: Mainly clear sky. Mist during morning hours. The maximum and minimum temperatures 
over Delhi are likely to be in the range of 29°C to 31°C and 14°C to 16°C respectively. The minimum 
temperature will be appreciably above normal (3.1°C to 5.0°C) and the maximum temperature will be 
appreciably above normal (3.1°C to 5.0°C) over Delhi. The predominant surface wind is likely to be 
from the south-southwest direction with wind speed associated with calm wind reaching up to 05 
kmph during the morning hours. The wind speed will increase becoming up to 10 kmph from north-
northwest direction during the afternoon. The wind speed will decrease becoming less than 05 kmph 
from the northeast direction during evening and night. 
 
25.02.2026: Mainly clear sky. Mist during morning hours. The maximum and minimum temperatures 
over Delhi are likely to be in the ranges of 29°C to 31°C and 13°C to 15°C respectively. The minimum 
temperature will be above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) and the maximum temperature will be appreciably 
above normal (3.1°C to 5.0°C) over Delhi. The predominant surface wind is likely to be from the west 
direction with wind speed associated with calm wind reaching up to 05 kmph during the morning 
hours. The wind speed will increase becoming up to 10 kmph from northwest direction in the 
afternoon. The wind speed will decrease becoming less than 05 kmph from the west direction during 
evening and night. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 



 

 

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Heavy Rainfall 

➢ In South Tamilnadu and South Kerala, keep the harvested paddy produce in safer places. Ensure 

proper drainage to drain out excess water, and strengthen field bunds in paddy and low-lying 

vegetable fields to avoid water stagnation. Provide staking in banana and support to vegetables 

in pandals. 

 

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Thunderstorm / Gusty Winds 

➢ Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking or support to vegetables and young 

fruit plants / fruit-bearing plants to avoid lodging due to strong winds.
