Subject: (i) Due to active consecutive three Western Disturbances, isolated to scattered rainfall activity
with thunderstorm & gusty winds likely to continue over northwest India during the week.

(ii) Scattered to fairly widespread rainfall along with thunderstorm/lightning & gusty wind likely over
Northeast & adjoining east India during the week with possibility of isolated heavy rainfall over
Arunachal Pradesh and Assam & Meghalaya on 24t and 27-28th March, 2026.
(iii) Hot & Humid conditions likely to prevail at isolated pockets over Konkan and Kerala during 23rd to
25% March.

Realised weather during past 24 hours ending at 0830 hours IST of today, the 23rd March, 2026:

+ Heavy rainfall (7-11cm) has been recorded at isolated places over Assam.

+ Thunderstorm accompanied with Squally/Gusty winds with speed 30-50 kmph at isolated
places over Arunachal Pradesh, Assam & Meghalaya, Imphal, Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-
Muzaffarabad, Uttarakhand, Haryana, West Madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha, Chhattisgarh, Konkan & Goa, Madhya
Maharashtra, Marathawada, Gujarat Region, Kutch

Temperature Conditions during past 24 hours till 0830 hours IST of today:
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+ Maximum/day temperatures were in the range (35°C-38°C) at many pockets over Rayalaseema, at few places
over Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, Marathwada, Madhya Maharashtra,
Interior Gujarat, North Interior Karnataka; in the range (30°C-35°C) at many pockets over Central and adjoining
areas, western parts of Indo-Gangetic plains. The highest maximum temperature of 38.5°C is reported at
Kurnool (Andhra Pradesh).

+ Maximum Temperatures/day temperatures were appreciably above normal (3.1°C to 5.0°C) at few places over
Jammu-Kashmir Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad; at isolated places over Konkan & Goa and Kerala & Mahe.
above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) at few places over Coastal Karnataka; at isolated places over Himachal Pradesh,
Saurashtra & Kutch and Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal. near normal(-1.5°C to 1.5°C) at many places over
Uttarakhand and Gujarat Region; at most places over Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Coastal Andhra Pradesh &
Yanam, South Interior Karnataka and Lakshadweep; at few places over Odisha, Punjab, West Rajasthan, Madhya
Maharashtra and Telangana; at isolated places over Assam & Meghalaya, Sub Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim,
Gangetic West Bengal, East Uttar Pradesh, East Rajasthan, West Madhya Pradesh, Marathwada, Vidarbha,
Rayalaseema and North Interior Karnataka.

¢ Minimum/night temperatures were in the range of 12-18°C over Punjab, Haryana Chandigarh & Delhi, East

Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, East India, Assam & Meghalaya, Madhya Maharashtra, Vidarbha,
Mizoram and Tripura. They were in the range of 18-25°C over remaining parts of the plains of the country. Today,
the lowest minimum temperature of 12.0 °C was observed at Bhiwani (Haryana) over the plains of India.

+ Minimum/night Temperature were appreciably above normal (3.0°C to 5.1°C) over Rajasthan above normal

(1.6°C to 3.0°C) over Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad, Himachal Pradesh, Punjab, West

Uttar Pradesh, Gujarat State, Assam & Meghalaya below normal (-3.0°C to -1.6°C) over Madhya Pradesh,

Jharkhand, Odisha, West Bengal & Sikkim, Chhattisgarh, Marathawada, Vidarbha and near normal over rest parts

of the country.

(30-50 kmph) likely over Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad on 26t & 28t; Himachal Pradesh
on 231 & 26t; Uttarakhand on 231 & 27t March.

+ Isolated thunderstorm, lightning & gusty winds speed reaching (30-50 kmph) likely over Punjab and Haryana
Chandigarh & Delhi on 26%; Rajasthan on 28t March.

+» Another fresh wet spell with scattered to fairly widespread light to moderate rainfall/snowfall likely with
isolated thunderstorm, lightning & gusty winds speed reaching (30-50 kmph) over western Himalayan region on
29t with isolated to scattered light to moderate rainfall likely with isolated thunderstorm, lightning & gusty winds
speed reaching (30-50 kmph) over Punjab, Haryana Chandigarh & Delhi and Rajasthan on 29t March.

Past Weather:

There has been rise in minimum temperatures around 2-3°C and rise in maximum temperatures by 2-3°C during
past 24 hours over Delhi. The maximum temperatures were in the range of 28-30°C and the minimum
temperatures are in the range 16-18°C respectively during past 24 hours over Delhi. The minimum temperatures
are appreciably below normal (-3.1°C to -5.0°C) at isolated places, above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) at isolated places
and normal (-1.5°C to 1.5°C) over remaining parts of Delhi. The maximum temperatures are appreciably below
normal (-3.1°C to -5.0°C) at many places and below normal (-1.6°C to -3.0°C) at isolated places and normal (-
1.5°C to 1.5°C) over remaining parts of Delhi. During the past 24 hours, very light rain was observed at many
places across Delhi. Partly cloudy sky with wind speed reaching up to 18 kmph from the northwest direction
prevailed over past 24 hours. Generally cloudy sky and surface wind speed reaching up to 12 kmph from the
southwest direction prevailed over the region in the forenoon today.

Weather Forecast:

23.03.2026: Generally cloudy sky. Possibility of very light rain/ drizzle during afternoon. The maximum
temperatures over Delhi are likely to be in the range of 26°C to 28°C. The maximum temperatures will be
appreciably below normal (-3.1°C to -5.0°C) at most places over Delhi. The predominant surface wind is likely to
be from the northwest direction with wind speed reaching up to 15 kmph during the afternoon hours. The wind
speed will gradually decrease becoming less than 10 kmph from the north direction during evening and night.

24.03.2026: Partly cloudy sky. The maximum and minimum temperatures over Delhi are likely to be in the range
0of 30°C to 32°C and 16°C to 18°C respectively. The minimum temperature will be near normal (-1.5 to +1.5°C) at
most places and the maximum temperature will be near normal at most places over Delhi. The predominant
surface wind is likely to be from northwest direction with wind speed reaching up to 10 kmph during the
morning hours. The wind speed will increase up to 20 kmph from northwest direction during the afternoon. The
wind speed will gradually decrease becoming less than 10 kmph from the northwest direction during evening
and night.

25.03.2026: Partly cloudy sky. The maximum and minimum temperatures over Delhi are likely to be in the range
0f 31°Cto 33°C and 16°C to 18°C respectively. The minimum temperature will be near normal at most places and
the maximum temperature will be near normal at most places over Delhi. The predominant surface wind is likely
to be from the northwest direction with wind reaching up to 10 kmph during the morning hours. The wind speed
will increase up to 15 kmph from northwest direction during the afternoon. The wind speed will gradually
decrease becoming less than 10 kmph from the north direction during evening and night.

26.03.2026: Generally cloudy sky. Possibility of very light rain/drizzle accompanied with
thunderstorm/lightning. The maximum and minimum temperatures over Delhi are likely to be in the ranges of
32°Cto 34°C and 17°C to 19°C respectively. The minimum temperature will be near normal at most places and
the maximum temperature will be above normal (1.6 to 3.0°C) at most places over Delhi. The predominant
surface wind is likely to be from northwest direction with wind speed reaching up to 10 kmph during the
morning hours. The wind speed will increase up to 15 kmph from the northwest direction in the afternoon. The
wind speed will gradually decrease becoming up to 10 kmph from the northwest direction during evening and
night.

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In Arunachal Pradesh, undertake harvesting of cabbage, pea, mustard and late-maturing paddy varieties
and digging of potatoes. Shift the harvested produce to safe places. Maintain proper drainage channels in
the fields of rice, maize, other standing crops, vegetables and orchards.

In Assam, drain out excess rainwater from the standing crop fields.

In Meghalaya, ensure proper drainage in summer vegetable crops. Carry out staking and propping of
plantation crops and protect young seedlings from heavy rainfall. Keep the harvested pods of garden peas
in safer place immediately.

In Sub Himalayan West Bengal, maintain proper drainage channel, and drain out excess water from fields
of rice, maize, other standing crops, vegetables and orchard. Cover the nursery of cucurbits and Dalle
khorsani with polyethylene sheets or agro-nets.

Shift the harvested produce in safer places or cover the produce with tarpaulin sheets in the fields. Tie the
harvested crops properly and cover them to minimise the risk of displacement due to strong surface winds.
Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking or support to vegetables and young fruit
plants / fruit-bearing plants to avoid lodging due to strong winds.

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Hot and Humid Weather

In Konkan Region of Maharashtra, provide 100 litre water/tree at weekly or 150 to 200 litre water/ tree
at 15 days interval to minimize pre-mature fruit drop and sun scorching in mango and poor fruit set and
reduced nut size in cashew orchards. Use straw mulch to prevent moisture loss from the soil. Undertake
pre-harvest bagging of fruits with newspaper bags to protect the mango fruits from sunscald

Livestock / Poultry
Keep the animals inside the shed during Heavy Rainfall/Hailstorm period and provide them balanced feed.

Store feed and fodder in a safe place to prevent spoilage.
