Subject: (i) Under the influence of Western Disturbance, wet spell likely over Western Himalayan region
during next 7 days with possibility of isolated heavy rainfall/snowfall over Kashmir valley on 22nd & 23rd
and Himachal Pradesh & Uttarakhand on 23rd January.

(ii) Isolated to scattered rainfall likely over adjoining plains of northwest India during 22nd -24th January.

Weather Systems and Forecast & Warnings during next 7 days: (Annexure I)

% A Western disturbance seen as a trough in middle and upper tropospheric westerlies with its axis
roughly along Long. 73°E to the north of Lat. 32°N.

% An intense Western disturbance is likely to affect Northwest India from the night of 21st January,
2026.

% High moisture feeding from Arabian Sea over northwest India on 23rd & 24t January.
Under the influence of above system, the following weather is likely:

+¢ Isolated to scattered light to moderate rainfall/snowfall likely over Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-
Muzaffarabad on 20th -21st and fairly widespread to widespread rainfall/snowfall over Western Himalayan
Region during 22nd -26th January; with isolated heavy falls over Kashmir valley on 22nd & 23rd and higher
reaches of Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand on 23rd January.

+¢ Isolated to scattered light to moderate rainfall over Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh, West Uttar Pradesh during
22nd - 24th; East Uttar Pradesh on 23rd & 24th and Rajasthan on 22nd & 23rd January.

+ Thunderstorm activity accompanied with lightning & gusty winds (speed 30-50 kmph) likely over Jammu-
Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad and Himachal Pradesh on 22nd & 23rd; Uttarakhand during
23rd -26th; Punjab, Haryana Chandigarh & Delhi, West Rajasthan during 22nd & 23rd; West Uttar Pradesh
and East Rajasthan on 23rd; East Uttar Pradesh on 23rd & 24th January.
