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Action Suggested -

= Stay hydrated by drinking plenty of water and avoiding direct sun exposure during peak hours (12 PM to 4 PM).
= Avoid heat exposure, Wear light weight, light coloured, loose, cotton clothes, Cover your head, Use a cloth, hat or

umbrella.

= Keep an eye on weather forecasts and alerts from official sources like India Meteorological Department (IMD) and local
authorities.

= Keep essential items in an emergency kit such as non-perishable food, water, medicines, flashlight, batteries and first aid
kit.

= Plan in advance about the mode of evacuation including transport arrangements.

= Stay indoors, close windows and doors and avoid travel if possible.

= Take safe shelter; do not take shelter under trees and move out of water bodies immediately during a storm.

= Do not lie on concrete floors and do not take support of concrete walls.

= Unplug electrical/electronic equipment and stay away from all objects that conduct electricity.

= Keep animals away from open water, ponds or rivers. Do not keep animals in open spaces at night.

= Take special care of animals, keep animals in specially protected and secure animal sheds. All animals should be kept in
specially protected and secure animal sheds during the night. Also, do not allow open grazing of farm animals during
afternoon.

Special advice for farmers -
Apply mulching using dry grass, leaves, or crop residues to reduce evaporation.
Intercultural operations like light weeding can reduce competition for moisture.
Monitor crops regularly and use biological or recommended chemical controls as needed.

Store harvested produce in cool, shaded, and ventilated areas.

Ensure shade (trees, thatched sheds), provide clean, cool drinking water and ventilation in animal shelters.
It is advised to irrigate the crops/vegetables frequently as per requirement.

Monitor fields for heat stress symptoms like leaf curling, drooping, or fruit drop.

For mango, guava, and other fruits: use nets or support to prevent fruit drop.
