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Action Suggested -

Keep an eye on weather forecasts and alerts from official sources like India Meteorological Department (IMD) and local
authorities.

Keep essential items in an emergency kit such as non-perishable food, water, medicines, flashlight, batteries and first aid
kit.

Plan in advance about the mode of evacuation including transport arrangements.

Stay indoors, close windows and doors and avoid travel if possible.

Take safe shelter; do not take shelter under trees and move out of water bodies immediately during a storm.

Do not lie on concrete floors and do not take support of concrete walls.

Unplug electrical/electronic equipment and stay away from all objects that conduct electricity.

Keep animals away from open water, ponds or rivers. Do not keep animals in open spaces at night.

Take special care of animals, keep animals in specially protected and secure animal sheds. All animals should be kept in
specially protected and secure animal sheds during the night. Also, do not allow open grazing of farm animals during
afternoon.

Stay indoors during thunderstorms and avoid shelter under trees or electric poles.

Unplug electrical appliances to prevent damage from lightning surges.

Avoid working in open fields during thunderstorm activity.

Stay indoors during heavy rain, close windows and doors and avoid travel if possible. Seek safe shelter; stay away from
kutcha and old houses. Follow weather warnings and government guidelines.

Check for traffic congestion on your route before leaving for your destination.Follow any traffic advisories that are issued
in this regard.

Avoid going to areas that face the water logging problems often. Avoid staying in vulnerable structure.

Special advice for farmers -

Stack harvested produce on elevated ground with proper covering.
Reinforce net houses, polyhouses, sheds, and storage bins.
Avoid using chemical sprays before expected rain.

Spray copper oxychloride after rain to prevent fungal infection.

Flower and fruit drop in mango, guava, citrus orchards- Provide Support to young or fruit- laden trees.
Avoid keeping animals near metal fences or waterlogged areas during storms.

Keep animals in covered, well-ventilated pucca shelters.
