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Synoptic Weather Systems

< The Low-Pressure Area over Gangetic West Bengal & adjoining north
Odisha lay over Jharkhand and neighbourhood at 0830 hrs IST of today, the
01st July 2025. The associated cyclonic circulation extending upto 5.8 km
above mean sea level. It is likely to move slowly west-northwestwards across
Jharkhand during next 24 hours.

« The Monsoon Trough at mean sea level now passes through Sri
Ganganagar, Rohtak,Kanpur, Varanasi, centre of the low pressure area over
Jharkhand & neighbourhood, Digha and thence southeastwards to eastcentral
Bay of Bengal and extends upto 0.9 km abovemean sea level.
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< A Trough runs from northwest Uttar Pradesh to cyclonic circulation
Synoptic Weather Systems associated with the low-pressure area over Jharkhand and neighbourhood
across southeast Uttar Pradesh between 1.5 & 3.1 km above mean sea level.
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Action Suggested -
= Heavy rainfall can reduce visibility, impacting road and air travel.
= Low-lying areas, including roads and underpasses, are likely to experience waterlogging, potentially causing traffic congestion and
delays.
= Stagnant water from heavy rainfall can increase the risk of waterborne diseases.
= Gusty winds may cause flying debris and poor visibility, affecting travel and transport. Plan in advance about the mode of evacuation
including transport arrangements.
= Drive slowly and hold the steering wheel firmly, Avoid bridges and high, open roads. Do not lie on concrete floors and do not take
support of concrete walls.
= During thunderstorms avoid shelter under trees or electric poles Stay indoors, close windows and doors and avoid travel if possible.
= Unplug electrical appliances to prevent damage from lightning surges. Avoid working in open fields during thunderstorm activity.
= Take safe shelter; do not take shelter under trees and move out of water bodies immediately during a storm.
= Keep essential items in an emergency kit such as non-perishable food, water, medicines, flashlight, batteries and first aid kit.
= Possible damage to trees, electric poles, temporary sheds, and weak structures. Risk of lightning strikes, especially in open fields and
during outdoor activities.
= Stay away from trees and power lines. Avoid traveling if you can. Stay clear of scaffolding and construction sites. Don't go to high or
open areas.
= Take special care of animals, All animals should be kept in specially protected and secure animal sheds during the night.
Keep an eye on weather forecasts and alerts from official sources like India Meteorological Department (IMD) and local authorities.

Special advice for farmers -
Do not spray fertilizers or pesticides during rain or high wind; wait for clear weather to avoid wastage and crop burn.
Avoid sowing of kharif crops like soybean, maize, or pulses during ongoing or forecasted heavy rainfall to prevent seed
wash-off and poor germination.
Cover newly sown fields or nurseries with straw or shade nets during gusty winds and heavy rain.
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Avoid tethering animals under trees or open spaces during thunderstorms.

Clean and disinfect animal sheds regularly to avoid infections due to dampness.

Keep animals and poultry in covered, ventilated sheds. Ensure availability of clean drinking water and dry bedding.
Avoid letting animals graze during thunderstorm hours.
