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Likely impacts of weather warnings:
= Waterlogging in low-lying urban and rural areas.
*  Localized flash floods in vulnerable regions.
= Tree fall and power outages due to gusty winds/lightning.
= Disruption of local transportation, especially rural/kachcha roads.
L] Risk of lightning-related injuries to outdoor workers and livestock.
L] Increased risk of house damage in kutcha structures and temporary shelters.

Action Suggested -

= Heavy rainfall can reduce visibility, impacting road and air travel.

* Low-lying areas, including roads and underpasses, are likely to experience waterlogging, potentially causing traffic congestion and delays.

= Stagnant water from heavy rainfall can increase the risk of waterborne diseases.

= Gusty winds may cause flying debris and poor visibility, affecting travel and transport. Plan in advance about the mode of evacuation including transport
arrangements.

= Drive slowly and hold the steering wheel firmly, Avoid bridges and high, open roads. Do not lie on concrete floors and do not take support of concrete
walls.

= During thunderstorms avoid shelter under trees or electric poles Stay indoors, close windows and doors and avoid travel if possible.

* Unplug electrical appliances to prevent damage from lightning surges. Avoid working in open fields during thunderstorm activity.

= Take safe shelter; do not take shelter under trees and move out of water bodies immediately during a storm.

= Keep essential items in an emergency kit such as non-perishable food, water, medicines, flashlight, batteries and first aid kit.

* Possible damage to trees, electric poles, temporary sheds, and weak structures. Risk of lightning strikes, especially in open fields and during outdoor
activities.

= Stay away from trees and power lines. Avoid traveling if you can. Stay clear of scaffolding and construction sites. Don't go to high or open areas.

= Take special care of animals, All animals should be kept in specially protected and secure animal sheds during the night.

= Rainfall expected in the next 24 hours may lead to some fully saturated soils and surface runoff/inundation in low lying areas as per the map.

= Stay updated on flood warnings and advisories issued by the government.

= Know the nearest flood shelters, evacuation routes and gathering places designated by local authorities.

= Keep an eye on weather forecasts and alerts from official sources like India Meteorological Department (IMD) and local authorities.

Special advice for farmers -
Postpone sowing or pesticide spraying until weather stabilizes.
Ensure proper drainage in fields; clean furrows, bunds, and outlets.
Cover paddy nurseries with polythene or shade nets if runoff risk is high.

Store seeds, fertilizers, and tools in elevated waterproof places.

Strengthen support of vegetable crops with stakes or trellising.

Avoid use of machinery in waterlogged fields.

Vaccinate or treat animals against foot rot and respiratory infections if needed.

Keep animals indoors or under strong shelters, don't let animals graze during lightning or heavy winds.
