Advance of Southwest Monsoon 2026:

The Northern Limit of Monsoon passes through 18°N/60°E, 18°N/65°E, 18°N/70°E, Harnai, Solapur,
Kalaburagi, Nandyal, Chennai, 15.5°N/85°E, 22°N/90°E, 23.5°N/91°E, 25°N/90°E, Siliguri and
27.5°N/87.5°E as on 9th June. 
Conditions are favourable for further advance of southwest monsoon into some more parts of central Arabian
Sea, Maharashtra, Karnataka, Telangana, Andhra Pradesh, remaining parts of Tamil Nadu & southwest Bay of
Bengal, some more parts of westcentral & northwest Bay of Bengal and West Bengal, some parts of
Chhattisgarh, Bihar, Jharkhand & Odisha during next 4-5 days.

Heavy rain at
isolated places over Arunachal Pradesh, Assam & Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura, Sub
Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Madhya Maharashtra, Telangana and Kerala & Mahe.
Warm night conditions prevailed at isolated places over East Uttar Pradesh and East Madhya Pradesh.
Minimum Temperature Departures (as on 09-06-2026): markedly above normal(> 5.1°C) at few places over

❖ Maximum Temperature Departures (as on 08-06-2026): markedly above normal(> 5.1°C) at most places
over Himachal Pradesh; at few places over West Uttar Pradesh and East Madhya Pradesh; at isolated places
over Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal. appreciably above normal(3.1°C to 5.0°C) at few places over East
Uttar Pradesh. above normal(1.6°C to 3.0°C) at most places over West Rajasthan and West Madhya Pradesh;
at few places over Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam. The highest maximum temperature of 45.6°C was
reported at SRIGANGANAGAR (RAJASTHAN).

The upper air cyclonic circulation over northwest Uttar Pradesh & neighbourhood extending upto 1.5 km
above mean sea level persists.
The upper air cyclonic circulation over East Uttar Pradesh & neighbourhood persists and now extends upto
1.5 km above mean sea level.
A trough at mean sea level runs from Punjab to Bihar across Haryana, Uttar Pradesh.
The trough now runs from east Bihar to coastal parts of Gangetic West Bengal at 1.5 km above mean sea
level.
An upper air cyclonic circulation lies over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim & neighbourhood at 0.9 km
above mean sea level.
An upper air cyclonic circulation lies over North Interior Karnataka & neighbourhood between 4.5 & 5.8 km
above mean sea level.
A fresh Western Disturbance is likely to affect Western Himalayan region from 11th June.
The trough from the above cyclonic circulation over East Uttar Pradesh & neighbourhood to North Coastal
Andhra Pradesh across northeast Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh and Odisha at 1.5 km above mean sea level
has become less marked.
The Shear Zone roughly along Lat. 15°N over Indian region between 3.1 km to 4.5 km above mean sea level
has become less marked.
The upper air cyclonic circulation over Eastcentral Arabian Sea off south Konkan coast at 5.8 km above
mean sea level has become less marked.

❖ Thunderstorm accompanied with lightning & gusty winds(40-50kmph) very likely at isolated places over
Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Chhattisgarh, East Rajasthan, Jharkhand, Konkan & Goa,
Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, North Interior Karnataka, Tamil Nadu Puducherry & Karaikal, Telangana, Uttar

❖ Arabian Sea: Squally wind with speed 45-55 kmph gusting to 65 kmph is likely to prevail along & off Somalia
coast and adjoining southwest & westcentral Arabian Sea.
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❖ Squally weather with wind speed 40-50 gusting to 60 kmph is likely along and off south Maharashtra, Goa,
Karnataka & Kerala coasts, over Lakshadweep & adjoining eastcentral & southeast Arabian Sea and Maldives areas.

❖ Heat Wave conditions very likely at isolated places over Haryana, Chandigarh & Delhi, Himachal Pradesh,
Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad, Punjab, Uttar Pradesh and West Rajasthan.

Provide
mechanical support to orchards and staking in vegetables. 

Agromet advisories for likely impact of High temperatures/ Heat Waves

In Punjab, apply light and frequent irrigation to standing crops, fruit plants and vegetable crops.

In Haryana, apply regular need based irrigation to the rice nursery to protect from the high temperature. Provide light
and frequent irrigation to standing crops, fruit plants and vegetable crops.

In West Rajasthan, provide light irrigation to maintain adequate moisture in standing crops and vegetables.

In Vidarbha, provide light irrigation to maintain adequate moisture in standing crops and vegetables.

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Thunderstorm / Gusty Winds

Shift the harvested produce in safer places or cover the produce with tarpaulin sheets in the fields. Tie the harvested
crops securely and cover them to minimize the risk of displacement from strong surface winds.

Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking or support to vegetables and young fruit plants / fruit-
bearing plants to avoid lodging due to strong winds.

Keep the animals inside the shed during heavy rainfall and provide them balanced feed.

In regions with high temperatures and heat wave conditions, provide clean, cool drinking water to animals, and cover
the roofs of poultry sheds with grass to reduce the adverse effectsofheat.
