Main Weather Observations:

❖ Rainfall distribution (from 0830 hours IST to 1730 hours IST of today): at most places over Arunachal Pradesh; at
many places over Sub-himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura, Jammu & Kashmir
and Ladakh, Assam & Meghalaya and Kerala & Mahe; Dry over rest of the country.

❖ Significant rainfall recorded(in cm) (from 0830 hours IST to 1730 hours IST of today): Sub-himalayan West
Bengal & Sikkim: Gangtok (dist Gangtok) 2, Gangtok-tadong (dist Gangtok), Bagdogra AP (dist Darjeeling) 1 Each;
Assam & Meghalaya: Silchar (dist Cachar) 1.

❖ Minimum Temperature Departures (as on 12-04-2026): were appreciably above normal (3.1°C to 5.0°C) at
isolated places over Andaman & Nicobar Islands, West Uttar Pradesh, East Rajasthan, Gujarat state, Coastal Andhra
Pradesh & Yanam, Telangana, Rayalaseema, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal and North Interior Karnataka. above
normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) at many places over South Interior Karnataka; at few places Madhya Maharashtra and Kerala
& Mahe; at isolated places over Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura, Bihar, East Uttar Pradesh, Haryana-
Chandigarh-Delhi, Jammu & Kashmir, West Rajasthan, Konkan & Goa & near normal (-1.5°C to 1.5°C) over rest parts
of the country. Today, the lowest minimum temperature of 13.0 °C is observed at Amritsar (Punjab) over the
plains of India.

❖ Maximum Temperature Departures (as on 12-04-2026): appreciably above normal(3.1°C to 5.0°C) at few
places over Konkan & Goa; at isolated places over West Madhya Pradesh, East Madhya Pradesh, Saurashtra & Kutch,
Madhya Maharashtra and Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal. above normal(1.6°C to 3.0°C) at many places over
North Interior Karnataka and Kerala & Mahe; at few places over Gujarat Region, Marathwada and Coastal Karnataka;
at isolated places over Gangetic West Bengal, Odisha, Vidarbha, Chhattisgarh, Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam,
Telangana and Rayalaseema. near normal(-1.5°C to 1.5°C) at many places over Andaman & Nicobar Islands,
Himachal Pradesh, Jammu-KashmirLadakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad, West Rajasthan and East Rajasthan; at
most places over Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura, Jharkhand, Bihar, East Uttar Pradesh, South Interior
Karnataka and Lakshadweep; at few places over Assam & Meghalaya, Sub Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, West
Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand and Haryana-Chandigarh-Delhi.

The Western Disturbance as a trough inmiddle level subtropical westerlies with its axis at 5.8 km above
mean sea level now runs roughly along Long. 77°E to the north of Lat. 32°N. it is moving away east-
northwestwards.
The trough from northwest Bihar to Manipur at 0.9 km above mean sea level persists.
The north-south trough/wind discontinuity from north Madhya Pradesh to south Tamil Nadu across
Vidarbha, Madhya Maharashtra, Marathwada, Interior Karnataka at 0.9 km above mean sea level persists.
The trough from northeast Bihar to Coastal Gangetic West Bengal at 1.5 km above mean sea level persists.
The upper air cyclonic circulation over north Odisha & neighbourhood at 0.9 km above mean sea level
persists.
The trough in easterlies roughly along Kerala & Karnataka Coasts at 1.5 km above mean sea level persists.
Subtropical westerly Jet Stream with core winds of the order of 110 knots at 12.6 km above mean sea level
continues to prevail over Northwest India.
A fresh feeble Western Disturbance islikely to affect Western Himalayan Region from 15th April, 2026.

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Impace and Actions

Impact & suggested due to Extremely and heavy to very heavy rainfall:

Isolated heavy rainfall likely over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim on 12th ; Arunachal Pradesh on 14th, 15th &
18th; Assam & Meghalaya on 17th & 18th April.

Impact Expected

Localized Flooding of roads, water logging in low lying areas and closure of underpasses mainly in urban areas.
Occasional reduction in visibility due to heavy rainfall.
Disruption of traffic in major cities due to water logging in roads leading to increased travel time.
Minor damage to kutcha roads.
Possibilities of damage to vulnerable structure.
Localized Landslides/Mudslides/landslips/mudslips/landsinks/mudsinks.
Damage to horticulture and standing crops in some areas due to inundation.
It may lead to riverine flooding in some river catchments (for riverine flooding please visit Web page of CWC)
 Action Suggested
Check for traffic congestion on your route before leaving for your destination.
Follow any traffic advisories that are issued in this regard.
Avoid going to areas that face the water logging problems often.

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Hailstorms

Use hail nets or hail caps in fruit orchards and vegetable plants to protect them from mechanical damage in 
Sikkim.  
Undertake harvesting of matured crops, fruits and vegetables immediately and shift them to safer places.

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Heavy Rainfall

In Sikkim, ensure effective field drainage to prevent waterlogging.
In Arunachal Pradesh, harvest cabbage, pea, mustard, late-maturing paddy varieties & potatoes carefully and
shift the harvested produce to safe places. Ensure proper drainage channels in the fields of rice, maize, other
standing crops, vegetables and orchards.

Agromet advisories for likely impact of High temperatures/ Heat Waves

In Odisha, provide light irrigation to Boro paddy, summer maize, green gram, black gram, groundnut, and
vegetable fields. Maintain appropriate soil moisture in mango and cashew.
In Chhattisgarh, complete harvesting of wheat and chickpea, and ensure safe storage. Irrigate summer maize,
green gram and vegetables. Maintain soil moisture in mango and litchi.
In view of hot and humid weather in, Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Andhra Pradesh, Coastal Karnataka, Madhya
Maharashtra  and Gujarat State, apply light irrigation to summer crops and vegetables.

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Thunderstorm / Gusty Winds

Shift the harvested produce in safer places or cover the produce with tarpaulin sheets in the fields. Tie the
harvested crops properly and cover them to minimize the risk of displacement due to strong surface winds.
Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking or support to vegetables and young fruit plants /
fruit-bearing plants to avoid lodging due to strong winds.
