Comorin area, some more parts of southwest and southeast Bay of Bengal, most parts of Andaman Sea, entire
Andaman & Nicobar Islands and some parts of eastcentral Bay of Bengal on today, the 18th May 2026.

e The Northern Limit of Monsoon now passes through 6°N/70°E, 6°N/75°E, 7°N/80°E , 9°N/85°E,
12°N/90°E , 14°N/93°E , 16°N/96°E and 17.5°N/98°E .

e Conditions are favourable for further advance of southwest monsoon into some more parts of southeast
Arabian Sea, Comorin Area, southwest and southeast Bay of Bengal, remaining parts of Andaman Sea, and
some more parts of eastcentral Bay of Bengal during next 3-4 days.

 The Southwest Monsoon is likely to set in over Kerala on 26™ May with a model error of + 4 days.

¢ In Arunachal Pradesh, ensure proper drainage in the fields of rice, maize, other standing crops, vegetables,
and orchards. Keep the harvested cabbage, pea, mustard, late-maturing paddy & potatoes produce to safe
places.

¢ In Assam, drain out excess rainwater to avoid water stagnation in the crop fields. Prioritise immediate
harvesting of the mature crops and move the produce to a dry, covered warehouse during clear weather
conditions. Provide mechanical support for tall crops (like banana or sugarcane) and young saplings by using
bamboo sticks or poles.

¢ In Meghalaya, drain out excess rainwater from maize, ginger, vegetables and orchards. Provide
staking/bamboo support to tomato plants to prevent lodging.

e In Tripura, postpone the harvesting of mature boro rice and shift the already harvested produce to a safe and
dry place for storage.

¢ In Andaman & Nicobar Islands, ensure proper drainage in coconut gardens and avoid water stagnation
around basins.

¢ In Keralam, provide adequate drainage for banana, coconut, and other vegetables. Provide support to banana

Complete
paddy nursery preparation with assured irrigation facilities and adopt mulching/moisture conservation practices
to reduce water stress in newly sown crops

¢ In Rajasthan, apply need-based irrigation to green gram and summer cucurbit crops such as bottle gourd,
pumpkin, ridge gourd, cucumber, bitter gourd, and summer ladyfinger, as well as to young fruit plants such as
mango, amla, pomegranate, wood apple, and plum. Undertake soil mulching/mulching with straw/polythene to
reduce water loss by evaporation.

¢ In Madhya Pradesh, apply light irrigation to maize, moong, urd, groundnut, and vegetable crops as required.

¢ In Madhya Maharashtra, Marathwada and Vidarbha, provide light and frequent irrigation to vegetables and
orchards during morning or evening hours, with increased frequency during critical growth stages. Irrigate
sugarcane, summer groundnut, vegetables, and orchards as required; use organic or straw mulch in vegetables
and orchards; cover banana bunches with leaves; and use shade nets in newly planted banana plantations.

¢ Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking or support to vegetables and young fruit plants /
fruit-bearing plants to avoid lodging due to strong winds.

Livestock / Poultry / Fisheries

e Keep the animals inside the shed during hailstorms/ heavy rainfall and provide them with balanced feed.

e Store feed and fodder in a safe place to prevent spoilage.

e Construct an outlet with proper netting around the ponds to drain excess water, thereby preventing fish from
escaping in the event of overflow.

* In regions with high temperatures and heat waves, provide clean, hygienic, and ample drinking water for
animals, and cover the roofs of poultry sheds with grass to reduce the adverse effects.

e Coastal states (especially Tamil Nadu, Kerala and Lakshadweep), fishermen are advised not to venture into
sea.
