e The upper air cyclonic circulation over east Bangladesh & neighbourhood at 1.5 km above mean sea level
persists.

e The Western Disturbance as a trough in middle tropospheric westerlies with its axis at 5.8 km above mean
sea level now runs roughly along Long. 82°E to the north of Lat. 23°N.

e The trough in easterlies roughly along Long. 83°E over southwest Bay of Bengal extending upto 1.5 km above
mean sea level persists.

¢ Subtropical westerly Jet Stream with core winds of the order upto 110 knots at 12.6 km above mean sea
level prevails over the plains of North India.

e Afresh feeble Western Disturbance is likely to influence western Himalayan region from 13" December
2025.

e The upper air cyclonic circulation over central Pakistan & adjoining Punjab at 1.5 km above mean sea level
has become less marked.

Transport and Aviation:

« May affect some airports, highways and railway routes in the areas of met- sub-division.

« Difficult driving conditions with slower journey times.

< Unless taken precautionary measures, it may lead to some road traffic collisions.

Power Sector:

* Chances of Tripping of Power lines in the very dense fog routes.

« Human Health:

« Lung related health impacts: Dense fog contains particulate matter and other pollutants and in case exposed it gets
lodged in the lungs, clogging them and decreasing their functional capacity which increases episodes of wheezing,

coughing and shortness of breath.

« Impact on people having asthma bronchitis: Long time exposure to dense fog may cause respiratory problem for
people having asthma bronchitis and other lung related health problems.

« Eye Irritation: Dense fog contains pollutions of various types and these Pollutants in the air if exposed may tend to
irritate the membranes of the eye causing various infections leading to redness or swelling of the eye.

Action suggested:

< Transport and Aviation:

* Be careful while driving or outing through any transport.

* Use fog lights during driving.

« Be in touch with airlines, railways and state transport for schedule of your journey.
< Power Sector:

* To keep ready Maintenance Team.

« Human Health: To avoid outing until unless emergency and to cover the face.

Agromet advisories for various parts of the country

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Heavy Rainfall

e In Tamil Nadu, drain out excess rain water from the fields of rice, groundnut, sugarcane, cotton, black gram,
maize and vegetables and plantations of coconut, banana, areca nut, mango, rubber, cinnamon and black
pepper. Strengthen irrigation channels and field bunds in rice to avoid crop lodging. Provide support to banana
plants with wooden poles to prevent them from falling.

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¢ In Andhra Pradesh, provide extensive drainage in rabi rice nurseries, transplanted rice, Bengal gram, red
gram, maize, jowar, already sown crops of ragi, chickpea, black gram, vegetables and orchards. Keep the
harvested produce of rice, maize, groundnut and cotton to safer places. Postpone picking of cotton, harvesting
of rice and sowing of ragi, chickpea & black gram.

¢ In Kerala, make necessary arrangements to drain out excess rain water from the fields of rice, vegetables and
plantations of banana, coconut, cardamom and black pepper. Carry out propping in banana to prevent their
falling due to heavy rainfall. Undertake staking for vegetables grown in pandals.

Livestock / Fishery

e Keep the animals inside the shed during heavy rainfall and provide them balanced feed.
¢ Store feed and fodder in a safe place to prevent spoilage.
e Construct an outlet with proper netting around the ponds to drain out excess water, thereby preventing fish from

escaping in case of overflow.
Agromet advisories for likely impact of Thunderstorm / Gusty Winds

¢ Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking or support to vegetables and young fruit plants /
fruit-bearing plants to avoid lodging due to strong winds.

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Cold Waves/ Low Temperatures

¢ In Punjab, Rajasthan and north Madhya Maharashtra, apply light and frequent irrigation to the standing
crops in the evening to protect the crops from low temperature stress. Use mulching and cover vegetable
nurseries and young fruit plants with straw / polythene sheets to maintain optimum soil temperature. Cover
banana bunches with 6% perforated plastic bags for protection from low temperatures. In north Madhya
Maharashtra, erect shade nets around grape vines and pomegranate orchards to minimize cold impact.
