% Under the influence of the upper air cyclonic circulation over the Equatorial Indian Ocean & adjoining
southeast Bay of Bengal, a low pressure area has formed over the same region at 0530 hrs IST of today, the
218t February, 2026. The associated cyclonic circulation extends upto 5.8 km above mean sea level. It is likely
to move west-northwestwards & become more marked over southwest Bay of Bengal & adjoining Equatorial
Indian Ocean during next 24 hrs.
