Significant Weather Features

Advance of Southwest Monsoon 2026:

e The Southwest Monsoon has further advanced into some more parts of westcentral & entire northeast Bay of
Bengal, and some more parts of northwest Bay of Bengal, entire Nagaland, Manipur and Mizoram, some parts
of Tripura, Assam and Arunachal Pradesh today the 7th June, 2026.

e The Northern Limit of Monsoon now passes through 17.5°N/60°E, 17.5°N/65°E, 17°N/70°E, Devgad,
Koppal, Ananthapuramu, Chennai, 15.5°N/85°E, 22°N/90.0°E, Kailashahar, Lamding, North Lakhimpur and
29°N/95°E as on 7th June.

¢ Conditions are favourable for further advance of southwest monsoon into some more parts of central Arabian
Sea, Maharashtra, Karnataka, some parts of Telangana, some more parts of Andhra Pradesh, remaining parts
of Tamil Nadu & southwest Bay of Bengal and some more parts of westcentral & northwest Bay of Bengal,
some parts of Chhattisgarh & Odisha, remaining parts of Northeastern states and some parts of Sub-Himalayan
West Bengal & Sikkim during next 3-4 days.

mean sea level.

e An upper air cyclonic circulation lies over north Haryana & neighbourhood extending upto 1.5 km above
mean sea level.

e An upper air cyclonic circulation lies over Eastcentral Arabian Sea off south Konkan coast at 5.8 km above
mean sea level.

* The east-west trough now runs roughly along Lat. 14°N from Coastal Karnataka & neighbourhood to Coastal
Andhra Pradesh between 3.1 & 4.6 km above mean sea level.

e The trough from East Uttar Pradesh to Telangana across Chhattisgarh at 0.9 km above mean sea level
persists.

¢ In Sub Himalayan West Belgal, In Hill Zone, ensure proper drainage in terraced fields and vegetable plots,
ginger, tomato. In Terai Zone, harvest rice crop and vegetables as soon as possible and store in safe place.

e In Arunachal Pradesh, ensure proper drainage in vegetables, maize, rice nursery and other crop fields to
prevent waterlogging. Immediately drain stagnant water from paddy nurseries after heavy showers to prevent
seedling damage. Avoid transplanting during heavy rainfall. Cover newly sown nursery beds with polythene
sheets or straw mulch.

¢ In Assam, ensure proper drainage arrangements for quick removal of excess water from rice nurseries, Jute,
ginger, vegetables, banana, citrus and papaya fields. Postpone nursery sowing of Sali rice.

Cover the rice nursery beds with thin polythene sheet.

¢ In Maharashtra, undertake harvesting vegetables and fruits and keep the harvested produce at safer places.
Provide mechanical support to orchards and staking in vegetables.

Agromet advisories for likely impact of High temperatures/ Heat Waves

In Coastal Andhra Pradesh -Provide light irrigation to maintain adequate moisture in standing crops such as
paddy, maize, sesame, sugarcane, vegetables, and fruit orchards.

In Punjab, apply light and frequent irrigation to standing crops, fruit plants and vegetable crops.

¢ In Haryana, apply regular need based irrigation to the rice nursery to protect from the high temperature.
Provide light and frequent irrigation to standing crops, fruit plants and vegetable crops.

In West Rajasthan, provide light irrigation to maintain adequate moisture in standing crops and vegetables.

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Thunderstorm / Gusty Winds

e Shift the harvested produce in safer places or cover the produce with tarpaulin sheets in the fields. Tie the
harvested crops securely and cover them to minimize the risk of displacement from strong surface winds.

¢ Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking or support to vegetables and young fruit plants /
fruit-bearing plants to avoid lodging due to strong winds.

Livestock / Poultry / Fisheries

Keep the animals inside the shed during heavy rainfall and provide them with balanced feed.

Store feed and fodder in a safe place to prevent spoilage.

Construct an outlet with proper netting around the ponds to drain excess water, thereby preventing fish from
escaping in the event of overflow.

In regions with high temperatures and heat waves, provide clean, hygienic, and ample drinking water for
animals, and cover the roofs of poultry sheds with grass to reduce the adverse effects.
