e The monsoon trough at mean sea level now passes through Firozpur, Karnal, Meerut, Varanasi, Jamshedpur,
Digha and thence Southeastwards to Eastcentral Bay of Bengal.

e The upper air cyclonic circulation over southwest Rajasthan persisted at 3.1 km above mean sea level.

e The Western Disturbance as a cyclonic circulation over Jammu & Kashmir and adjoining Himachal Pradesh
persisted between 3.1 & 5.8 km above mean sea level.

e The upper air cyclonic circulation over northeast Assam & neighbourhood extending upto 1.5 km above
mean sea level persists.

e The upper air cyclonic circulation over westcentral and adjoining northwest Bay of Bengal persisted between
3.1 & 5.8 km above mean sea level.

e A cyclonic circulation (Remnant of Tropical Cyclone WIPHA) is likely to emerge over north Bay of Bengal
during next 24 hours. Under its influence, a Low Pressure area is likely to form over the same region during
subsequent 24 hours.

e A trough runs from Northeast Arabian Sea to the cyclonic circulation over westcentral and adjoining
northwest Bay of Bengal across South Gujarat, north Madhya Maharashtra, Vidarbha, Telangana and Coastal
Andhra Pradesh at 5.8 km above mean sea level.

In Southern Transition Zone, provide proper drainage in arecanut and coconut
fields. In Southern Dry Zone, provide staking / support to maize, tomato and banana crop. Ensure proper drainage to
prevent waterlogging especially in rice, vegetables and spice crops. Cover young seedlings in rice nurseries and
vegetables with coverings like plastic sheets or agro-shade nets.

In Coastal Andhra Pradesh, ensure proper drainage channels in fields of maize and direct seeded rice in Krishna
Godavari Zone.

In, Chhattisgarh, drain out excess water from rice nurseries, soybean, red gram, green gram, black gram, sugarcane
and vegetables in Plain Zone. In Northern Hill Zone, postpone fresh transplanting of rice in low lands. Drain out excess
water from transplanted rice and vegetables. Undertake staking / propping in banana and papaya. In Bastar Plateau
Zone, drain out excess water from rice, minor millets, maize, pulses and oilseeds.

MadhyaPradesh, provide adequate drainage to soybean, cotton, maize, black gram and vegetables in Jhabua Hill
Zone. In Gird Zone, provide adequate drainage in soybean and red gram.

In Odisha, drain out excess water from rice nurseries and fields of transplanted rice, maize, pulses, vegetable and
plantation crops.

Livestock / Fishery
Keep the animals inside the shed during heavy rainfall and provide them balanced feed.
Store feed and fodder in a safe place to prevent spoilage.

Construct an outlet with proper netting around the ponds to drain out excess water, thereby preventing fish from
escaping in case of overflow.

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Thunderstorm / Gusty Winds / Squally Winds

Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking or support to vegetables and young fruit plants / fruit-
bearing plants to avoid lodging due to strong winds.
