Me'{eorological Analysis (Based on 1730 hours IST)
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The Northern Limit of Monsoon continues to pass through 17.0°N/55°E, 17.5°N/60°E, 18°N/65°E,
18.5°N/70°E, Mumbai, Pune, Sholapur, Kalaburagi, Mahbubnagar, Kavali, 16.5°N/83°E,
19°N/86°E, 21°N/89°E, Agartala, Goalpara and 28.5°N/89°E.

Conditions are favourable for further advance of Southwest Monsoon into remaining parts of
central Arabian Sea, some more parts of Maharashtra, remaining parts of Karnataka, some more
parts of Telangana, Andhra Pradesh, some parts of Chhattisgarh & Odisha, most parts of
westcentral & some more parts of North Bay of Bengal and remaining parts Northeastern states
and some parts of West Bengal and Sikkim during next 2-3 days.

The Low Pressure area over Northwest Bay of Bengal off Odisha coast persists over the same
region at 1730 hrs IST of today, the 27th May 2025 with the associated cyclonic circulation
extending upto 7.6 km above mean sea level tilting southwards with height. It is likely to move
slowly northwards and become more marked during next 24 hours.

The Western Disturbance in middle tropospheric westerlies with its axis at 5.8 km above mean
sea level now runs roughly along Long. 61°E to north of Lat. 29°N.

The cyclonic circulation over south Chhattisgarh & adjoining east Vidarbha at 1.5 km above mean
sea level persists.

The upper air cyclonic circulation over central parts of west Madhya Pradesh extending upto 1.5
km above mean sea level persists.

The trough from Southeast Rajasthan to North Chhattisgarh across the cyclonic circulation over
central parts of west Madhya Pradesh at 0.9 km above mean sea level persists.

The upper air cyclonic circulation over northeast Assam & neighbourhood at 1.5 km above mean
sea level persists.

The upper air cyclonic circulation over west Assam & neighbourhood at 3.1 km above mean sea
level persists.

The shear zone roughly along the Lat. 17°N over the Indian Region between 3.1 and 7.6 km above
mean sea level tilting southwards with height persists.

The upper air cyclonic circulation over North Konkan & adjoining Eastcentral Arabian Sea at
1.5 km above mean sea level persists.

»  In West Rajasthan, apply light and frequent irrigation in the evening to protect standing crops, vegetables and orchards from the adverse effects of
heat waves and high temperatures.

Livestock / Poultry / Fishery

»  Keep the animals inside the shed during heavy rainfall / hailstorm and provide them balanced feed.

Store feed and fodder in a safe place to prevent spoilage.

Construct an outlet with proper netting around the ponds to drain out excess water, thereby preventing fish from escaping in case of overflow.

To reduce the effect of heat wave/high temperature, cover the roof of poultry sheds with grass. Also, provide clean, hygienic and plenty of drinking
water to animals.
