  Significant Weather Features
Advance of Southwest Monsoon 2026:

The Northern Limit of Monsoon continues to pass through 18°N/60°E, 18°N/65°E, 18°N/70°E, Harnai,
Solapur, Hyderabad, Bhadrachalam, Koraput, Phulbani, Ranchi, Jamui, Muzaffarpur and 28.3°N/83°E.
Conditions are favourable for further advance of southwest monsoon into some more parts of Telangana,
Odisha, Jharkhand & Bihar, and some parts of Chhattisgarh during next 4-5 days.

❖Thunderstorm accompanied with Squally/Gusty winds with speed reaching 80-140 kmph prevailed at isolated
places over Jammu-Kashmir with speed reaching 60-80 kmph at isolated places over Jharkhand, Himachal Pradesh,
Uttarakhand with speed reaching 40-60 kmph at isolated places over Odisha, Bihar, Madhya Maharashtra, Kutch,
Chhattisgarh, Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Konkan, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal and Meghalaya.

❖ Maximum Temperature Departures (as on 17-06-2026): markedly above normal(> 5.1°C) at many places over
Konkan & Goa Marathwada and Telangana; at most places over Madhya Maharashtra; at isolated places over
Vidarbha, Jharkhand, Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam and North Interior Karnataka. appreciably above
normal(3.1°C to 5.0°C) at many places over Chhattisgarh; at few places over Odisha, East Uttar Pradesh and Coastal
Karnataka; at isolated places over Assam & Meghalaya, Gangetic West Bengal, Bihar, West Uttar Pradesh, Himachal

Conditions are favourable for further advance of southwest monsoon into some more parts of Telangana,
Odisha, Jharkhand & Bihar, and some parts of Chhattisgarh during next 4-5 days.
The seasonal trough at mean sea level from Punjab to Bihar across Haryana and Uttar Pradesh persists.
A fresh western Disturbance seen as trough in middle and upper tropospheric westerlies with its axis at 5.8
km above mean sea level runs roughly along Long. 67°E to the north of Lat. 28°N
The upper air cyclonic circulation over Northwest Uttar Pradesh & neighbourhood at 3.1 km above mean sea
level persists.
A trough runs from Southwest Madhya Pradesh to East Central Arabian Sea across Madhya Maharashtra and
Konkan at 5.8 km above mean sea level.
The upper air cyclonic circulation over southwest Madhya Pradesh & neighbourhood at 5.8 km above mean
sea level merged with the above trough.
The trough from Jharkhand to Coastal Andhra Pradesh now runs from east Vidarbha to Tamil Nadu across
Telangana and Andhra Pradesh at 0.9 km above mean sea level.
The upper air cyclonic circulation over Central parts of Assam at 0.9 km above mean sea level persists.
An upper air cyclonic circulation lies over South East Arabian Sea & adjoining Kerala at 3.1 km above mean
sea level.
The trough from North Tamil Nadu to Lakshadweep at 3.1 Km above mean sea level merged with above
cyclonic circulation.
The Western Disturbance as a cyclonic circulation over north Pakistan & neighbourhood at 3.1 km above
mean sea level with a trough aloft in middle tropospheric levels with its axis at 5.8 km above mean sea level
roughly along Long. 72°E to the north of Lat. 32°N has move away east-northeastwards direction.
The induced upper air cyclonic circulation over south Punjab & neighbourhood extending upto 1.5 km above
mean sea level has become less marked.

❖ Thunderstorm accompanied with lightning & gusty winds(40-50kmph) very likely at isolated places over
Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, East Madhya Pradesh, Gujarat State, Haryana, Chandigarh &
Delhi, Himachal Pradesh, Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad, Kerala & Mahe, Konkan & Goa,
Maharashtra, North Interior Karnataka, Punjab, Tamil Nadu Puducherry & Karaikal, Telangana, Uttarakhand and
West Bengal & Sikkim.

❖ Thunderstorm accompanied with lightning & gusty winds(30-40kmph) very likely at isolated places over
Coastal Karnataka, Rayalaseema and South Interior Karnataka.

❖ Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning very likely at isolated places over Arunachal Pradesh, Assam &
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Meghalaya, Chhattisgarh and Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram and Tripura.

❖ Dust Storm very likely at isolated places over Rajasthan.

❖ Heat Wave conditions very likely at isolated places over Bihar, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, East Uttar Pradesh,
Maharashtra, Odisha and Telangana.

❖ Hot and Humid weather very likely at isolated places over Gangetic West Bengal, Konkan & Goa and Odisha.

❖ Arabian Sea: Squally wind with speed 45-55 kmph gusting to 65 kmph is likely to prevail along and off Somalia,
some parts of southwest & adjoining westcentral Arabian sea.

❖ Bay of Bengal: Squally Weather with wind speed 40-50 kmph gusting to 60 kmph is likely to prevail over Gulf of
Mannar adjoining area, some parts of southwest Bay of Bengal adjoining south Sri Lanka coasts & southeast Bay of
Bengal; along and off Odisha, north Andhra. Pradesh coasts, some parts of northwest and adjoining westcentral Bay
of Bengal; south Myanmar coasts adjoining northeast & eastcentral Bay of Bengal and North Andaman Sea..

In Assam, ensure proper drainage arrangements for quick removal of excess water from rice nurseries, jute,
ginger, vegetables, banana, citrus and papaya. Avoid nursery sowing of Sali rice during heavy rainfall. Cover
the rice nursery beds with thin polythene sheet. Provide mechanical support to the sugarcane crop to prevent
lodging.
In Meghalaya, ensure proper drainage channels in maize, ginger, cowpea, vegetable fields and banana
plantations. Protect young seedlings from direct exposure to heavy rainfall. Use propping (bamboo or wooden
poles) to support heavily laden plants.
InSub Himalayan West Bengal, harvest green gram pods and cover the grains by tarpaulins to protect it from
rain or store it in dry place. Keep the harvested produce of rice and other vegetables in safe and dry place.
Provide adequate drainage in jute, ginger, tomato and dalley khorsani fields and nurseries of kharif rice and
vegetables.
In Keralam, drain out excess water from banana, coconut, cardamom, ginger, black pepper and vegetables.
Provide stakingsupport in banana plants and strengthen the pandals of vegetable crops. Avoid transplanting of
rice during heavy rain.
In Tamil Nadu, maintain proper drainage in rice, cumbu, groundnut, sugarcane, banana and vegetables. Keep
the harvested produce at safe places.

In regions with high temperatures and heat wave conditions, provide clean, cool drinking water to animals, and
cover the roofs of poultry sheds with grass to reduce the adverse effects of heat.
Construct an outlet with proper netting around the ponds to drain excess water, thereby preventing fish from
escaping in the event of overflow.
