Pradesh, Haryana Chandigarh & Delhi, East Madhya Pradesh, Telangana, South Interior Karnataka, Tamil Nadu,
Puducherry & Karaikal, Assam & Meghalaya, Mizoram; below normal (-3.0? to -1.6?) over West Rajasthan,
Saurashtra & Kutch and near normalover rest parts of the country. The lowest minimum temperature of 14.6°C was
reported at Bathinda (Punjab)over the Plains of India.

❖ Maximum Temperature Departures (as on 03-04-2026): markedly above normal(> 5.1°C) at isolated places over
Chhattisgarh. appreciably above normal(3.1°C to 5.0°C) at few places over Sub Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim
and Bihar; at isolated places over Assam & Meghalaya, Gangetic West Bengal, Odisha and Uttarakhand. above
normal(1.6°C to 3.0°C) at many places over Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura; at few places over Arunachal
Pradesh, Jharkhand, Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam, Coastal Karnataka and Lakshadweep; at isolated places over

The Western Disturbance as a cyclonic circulation over central Pakistan & neighbourhood persists and now
lies between 3.1 & 9.6 km above mean sea level.
The upper-air cyclonic circulation over northeast Pakistan & neighbourhood now lies over Punjab &
neighbourhood at 1.5 km above mean sea level.
A trough runs from northwest Bihar to Manipur across Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, North Bangladesh,
Meghalaya and Southeast Assam at 0.9 km above mean sea level.
An upper air cyclonic circulation lies over Chhattisgarh & neighbourhood at 0.9 km above mean sea level
The upper-air cyclonic circulation over south Coastal Andhra Pradesh & neighbourhood between 1.5 & 3.1
km above mean sea level persists.
The trough from Marathawada to south Tamil Nadu across Interior Karnataka at 0.9 km above mean sea level
persists.
Subtropical westerly Jet Stream with core winds of the order of 125 knots at 12.6 km above mean sea level
prevails over North India.
A fresh Western Disturbance islikely to affect Northwest India from 07th April, 2026.

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Hailstorms

Use hail nets or hail caps in fruit orchards and vegetable plants to protect them from mechanical damage in 
Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Punjab, Haryana, Uttar Pradesh, East Rajasthan, East Madhya
Pradesh, Vidarbha, Chhattisgarh, and Jharkhand.  
Undertake harvesting of matured crops and fruits immediately and shift them to safer places.

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Heavy Rainfall

In Jammu & Kashmir, keep the harvested mustard, lentil and gram in safe places. Drain out excess rainwater
from the standing crops. Provide staking to the pea vines for better crop stand against strong winds.
In Arunachal Pradesh, postpone fresh sowing of summer Jhum rice, maize and vegetables. Harvest cabbage,
pea, mustard, late-maturing paddy varieties & potatoes carefully and shift the harvested produce to safe places.
Maintain proper drainage channels in the fields of rice, maize, other standing crops, vegetables and orchards.
In Assam, maintain proper drainage channels in the crop fields. Undertake sowing of black gram, okra
ladyfinger and Olitorius jute as well as planting of banana, turmeric and ginger at optimum soil moisture
conditions.
In Meghalaya, ensure proper drainage in summer vegetable crops. Carry out staking and propping of
plantation crops and cover the young vegetable seedlings. Carry out sowing of vegetables like carrot, okra,
capsicum, etc., during clear weather.
In Kerala, provide mechanical support to banana plants and staking to vegetables. Drain out excess rainwater
from the standing crops.
In Tamil Nadu, provide mechanical support for banana crops to prevent lodging. Undertake basin preparation
for pepper, clove, nutmeg and cinnamon for better rain water harvest. Avoid pesticide and insecticide
application during the period of moderate / heavy rainfall.

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Thunderstorm / Gusty Winds

Shift the harvested produce in safer places or cover the produce with tarpaulin sheets in the fields. Tie the
harvested crops properly and cover them to minimise the risk of displacement due to strong surface winds.
Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking or support to vegetables and young fruit plants /
fruit-bearing plants to avoid lodging due to strong winds.

 Livestock / Poultry 

Keep the animals inside the shed during heavy rainfall / hailstorm and provide them balanced feed.
Store feed and fodder in a safe place to prevent spoilage.
Construct an outlet with proper netting around the ponds to drain out excess water, thereby preventing fish from
escaping in case of overflow.
