The Western disturbance as a cyclonic circulation over northwest Uttar Pradesh and adjoining Uttarakhand
between 5.8 and 7.6 km above mean sea level persists.
The upper air cyclonic circulation over central Pakistan & adjoining Punjab and Rajasthan extending upto 1.5
km above mean sea level persists.
A trough runs from above upper air cyclonic circulation over central Pakistan & adjoining Punjab and
Rajasthan to northwest Bangladesh across Haryana, upper air cyclonic circulation over southwest Uttar
Pradesh & neighbourhood, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim at 1.5 km above mean
sea level.
The trough/Wind discontinuity now runs from Comorin area to southwest Madhya Pradesh across Vidarbha,
Marathwada, Interior Karnataka, Rayalaseema and Tamil Nadu at 0.9 km above mean sea level.

The upper air cyclonic circulation over central Assam & neighbourhood extending upto 1.5 km above mean
sea level persists.
An upper air cyclonic circulation lies over south Andaman Sea & neighbourhood extends upto 1.5 km above
mean sea level.
A trough in westerlies between 5.8 & 7.6 km above mean sea level runs roughly along Long. 83°E to the north
of Lat. 18°N.
A fresh Western Disturbance is likely to affect Western Himalayan Region from 10th May, 2026.
The upper air cyclonic circulation over interior Odisha and adjoining Chhattisgarh at 1.5 km above mean sea
level has become less marked.
The upper air cyclonic circulation over east Bihar between 1.5 & 4.5 km above mean sea level has become
less marked.

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Hailstorms

InGangetic West Bengal, Bihar and Jharkhand, use hail nets or hail caps in fruit orchards and vegetable plants to
protect them from mechanical damage. 

Ensure effective field drainage to prevent waterlogging. Undertake picking of matured fruits at the earliest. Keep the
harvested produce in safe places.

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Heavy Rainfall

In West Bengal & Sikkim, ensure proper field drainage to avoid waterlogging in fields especially ginger, tomato and
Dalle khorsani fields. Maintain proper drainage channels in maize, bitter gourd & jute field. Keep the harvested maize
produce to safe places.

In Kerala, provide adequate drainage for banana, coconut, and other vegetables. Provide support to banana plants.

In Tamil Nadu, maintain proper drainage to prevent water stagnation in black gram, green gram, sugarcane, and
vegetable plantations.

 Agromet advisories for likely impact of High temperatures/ Heat Waves

In Gujarat, apply light and frequent irrigation to cluster bean and vegetables like cucumber, ridge gourd, bottle gourd,
sponge gourd, bitter gourd etc. during morning or evening hours. Irrigate groundnut at the flowering and pegging
stages.

In Rajasthan, provide light irrigation to maintain adequate moisture in standing crops such as Zaid moong, American

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cotton & Desi cotton, okra, watermelon, muskmelon, tinda, cucumber & long melon.

  Agromet advisories for likely impact of Thunderstorm / Gusty Winds

Shift the harvested produce in safer places or cover the produce with tarpaulin sheets in the fields. Tie the harvested
crops securely and cover them to minimize the risk of displacement from strong surface winds.

Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking or support to vegetables and young fruit plants / fruit-
bearing plants to avoid lodging due to strong winds.

 Livestock / Poultry / Fisheries

Keep the animals inside the shed during hailstorms/ heavy rainfall and provide them with balanced feed.

Store feed and fodder in a safe place to prevent spoilage.

Construct an outlet with proper netting around the ponds to drain excess water, thereby preventing fish from escaping
in the event of overflow.
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
